The zip line offers a challenge by choice opportunity to place one's self outside their comfort
zone. Other group members encourage participants to muster up the trust and courage to
take the ride and act in a supporting role during the dismount. End results are feelings of
satisfaction, responsibility, trust and excitement.

e Once the participant is stationary the rest of the group work together, first to move a
wheeled ladder out beneath the participant and then spotting the participant on their re-
turn to the ground under the supervision of Yowochas staff.

SAFETY CONSIDERATIONS

All climbing equipment and the high ropes course itself is inspected daily before use. During
the initial brief, spotting techniques are demonstrated as is the importance of the group not
moving from the safe zone until the participant has come to a complete stop. All participants
are required to wear close toed shoes during this activity.
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
